Master Chief Jacques was born in Laconia, NH, on 3 May 1961.  Upon graduating from Laconia High School, he entered the Navy in July 1979. He received his recruit training at RTC Orlando, he attended QM “A” school at NTC Orlando, and reported immediately to Basic Submarine School in Groton, CT. 

His first Submarine assignment was split aboard the USS BARB (SSN 596) in San Diego CA, and USS SNOOK (SSN 592) home ported in Groton CT, where he qualified in submarines and earned his Silver Dolphins.  

His first shore tour was at CNO flag plot (OPNAV 641) where he achieved the rank of Quartermaster First Class and served as the Quartermaster Division Leading Petty Officer. 

He reported aboard the USS QUEENFISH (SSN 651) home ported in Pearl Harbor, HI, in July 1987, and assumed the duties of Assistant Navigator.  During this tour he was promoted to Quartermaster Chief Petty Officer in 1988. 

He relieved as the Fleet Liaison Officer at the NAVAL WESTERN OCEANOGRAPHY CENTER, Pearl Harbor in October of 1990. 

In November 1993, he assumed the responsibilities of Assistant Navigator and Operations Department Leading Chief Petty Officer aboard USS SALT LAKE CITY (SSN 713), home ported in San Diego CA.  During this tour he promoted to Senior Chief Petty Officer and qualified for assignment as Chief of the Boat. 

After a brief stint aboard USS POGY (SSN 647) in 1998, he reported to the staff of SUBMARINE SQUADRON ELEVEN as Assistant Navigator.  During this tour he promoted to Master Chief Petty Officer. 

In July of 2000 Master Chief Jacques reported to the USS JEFFERSON CITY (SSN 759) as Chief of the Boat, where he served until July 2002. 

Upon graduating from the Senior Enlisted Academy in October 2002, He served as the Naval Base Point Loma Command Master Chief until his selection as COMNAVREGSW Master Chief in November of 2003.

He is entitled to wear the Navy Commendation Medal (five awards), Navy Achievement Medal (six awards), and the Good Conduct Medal (six awards).
