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VIDEO BEING PRODUCED TO PROMOTE USE OF CONSORTIUM CONTRACTS

SAN DIEGO, January 18 -- The Southwest Consortium Contracts Alliance marketing team, in cooperation with the Public Affairs Office, Commander Naval Region Southwest, is producing a video which will explain how the Consortium contract process works and how military customers can make use of the service.

James L. Browley, Fleet and Industrial Supply Center (FISC) San Diego contracting officer and co-chairperson of the marketing team explains the reason for the video. “The video project was developed in response to customer feedback which revealed that those responsible for ordering supplies for Naval ships and shore commands were generally unfamiliar with consortium contracts.  We also found that many Consortium member participants had little knowledge of their or their colleagues’ contribution.

“It is anticipated that the video will convey the benefits, ease and effectiveness of using Consortium Alliance contracts.  They are flexible, user friendly and, in many cases, provide Direct Vendor Delivery of required goods and services and allow payment by government credit card,” said Browley. 

FISC San Diego’s Naval Acquisition contracting officer, Lt. Fred Dini, developed the video script based on a vision shared by FISC’s contracting director and Consortium chairperson, Cmdr. James Krnc – to use Consortium resources to leverage the business base, seek reduced prices and to pass these savings on to Consortium customers.  

Rear Adm. G. H. Jenkins, Jr., ASN deputy for Acquisition and Business Management and champion of the Consortium initiative, will provide the video’s opening message.  

When completed, the video will be available in both CD-ROM and VHS format to Consortium member commands, visiting ships and remote requirements personnel.
