OTHER PHOTO-FINISHING BUSINESS LOCATED AT 849 4TH AVENUE, SAN DIEGO;

B.  MIDNIGHT ADULT BOOK STORE, 3606 MIDWAY DRIVE SAN DIEGO;

C.  BASE LIQUOR/ADJOINING PARKING LOT, 3201 NATIONAL AVE., SAN DIEGO;

D.  CLUB MUSTANG, 2200 UNIVERSITY AVENUE, SAN DIEGO;

E.  CLUB SAN DIEGO, 3955 FOURTH STREET, SAN DIEGO;

F.  DREAM CRYSTAL, 1536 HIGHLAND AVENUE, NATIONAL CITY;

G.  GET IT ON SHOPPE, 3219 MISSION BLVD, SAN DIEGO;

H.  MAIN STREET MOTEL, 3494 MAIN STREET, SAN DIEGO; AND

SIDEWALK, GRASS, AND BEACH AREAS IMMEDIATELY ADJACENT TO THE PARKING

LOT) IS OFF LIMITS TO ALL MILITARY PERSONNEL BETWEEN THE HOURS OF

1200 AND 2200, EVERY SUNDAY, FROM THE FIRST DAY OF MAY TO THE FIRST

DAY OF OCTOBER, EVERY YEAR.

4.  FOLLOWING ARE OFF-LIMITS AREAS FROM SUNSET TO SUNRISE:

A.  OTAY MESA - THE UNDEVELOPED PROPERTY IN SOUTH SAN DIEGO BORDERED

ON THE WEST BY INTERSTATE 805, ON THE SOUTH BY STATE HIGHWAY 905 AND

OTAY MESA ROAD, ON THE NORTH BY OTAY VALLEY ROAD, AND ON THE EAST BY

OTAY VALLEY ROAD AND HERITAGE ROAD, EXCEPT WHILE TRAVELING TO, FROM,

OR REMAINING AT ANY PRIVATE RESIDENCE OR LICENSED BUSINESSES WITHIN

THE DESCRIBED AREA.

B.  WILLIE HENDERSON PARK/SAN DIEGO CITY PARK AT 45TH STREET AND

LOGAN AVENUE.

5.  AREAS OF CAUTION:

A.  MISSION VALLEY.  PARKING LOTS ADJACENT TO DENNY'S RESTAURANT AT

1065 CAMINO DEL RIO SOUTH; AND MR. O'S (A NIGHT CLUB) AT 1299

CAMINO DEL RIO SOUTH.  SAN DIEGO POLICE REPORT GANG AND OTHER

ILLEGAL ACTIVITY DURING THE LATE NIGHT HOURS AT THESE PARKING LOTS.

SERVICE MEMBERS HAVE BEEN ASSAULTED AND OTHERWISE VICTIMIZED BY

PEOPLE IN OR AROUND THE AREA, AND SOME HAVE BEEN SERIOUSLY INJURED.

EXTREME CARE SHOULD BE EXERCISED BETWEEN THE HOURS OF 2300 AND 0500,

ESPECIALLY ON FRIDAY AND SATURDAY NIGHTS.

B.  NAVAL BASE SAN DIEGO PERIMETER AREA.  THE EXTERNAL PERIMETER

AREA OF NAVAL STATION SAN DIEGO REMAINS A POTENTIALLY DANGEROUS

LOCATION, ESPECIALLY DURING DARKNESS.  THIS AREA SHOULD BE AVOIDED.

C.  TROLLEY STATIONS.  MANY TROLLEY STATIONS BECOME POTENTIALLY

DANGEROUS AREAS AFTER TROLLEY SERVICES SECURE, ESPECIALLY THE

STATION AT SAN YSIDRO.  PERSONNEL USING TROLLEY SERVICES SHOULD KNOW

THE HOURS OF OPERATION.

D.  TIJUANA.  SERVICE MEMBERS CONTINUE TO EXPERIENCE PROBLEMS

(ASSAULTS AND OTHER VICTIMIZATION) IN TIJUANA, ESPECIALLY LATE AT

NIGHT.  THE MAJORITY OF THOSE VICTIMIZED ARE INTOXICATED AND

SEPARATED FROM FRIENDS DURING LATE NIGHT HOURS, RECONFIRMING THE

IMPORTANCE OF JUDGMENT, THE BUDDY SYSTEM, AND SOBRIETY.  FOLLOWING

SPECIFIC INFORMATION ABOUT TIJUANA IS PROVIDED.

(1)  THERE IS NO STATUS OF FORCES AGREEMENT (SOFA) WITH MEXICO.

U.S. MILITARY PERSONNEL SHOULD UNDERSTAND THEIR MILITARY STATUS

GIVES THEM NO SPECIAL RIGHTS OR PROTECTIONS BEYOND THAT OF AN

ORDINARY AMERICAN TOURIST IN MEXICO.

(2)  WHEN DRIVING INTO MEXICO, OBTAINING MEXICAN AUTOMOBILE

INSURANCE COVERAGE IS STRONGLY RECOMMENDED.  WITHOUT PROOF OF

MEXICAN INSURANCE, OR OTHER IMMEDIATE FINANCIAL RESOURCES, PERSONS

INVOLVED IN TRAFFIC ACCIDENTS MAY BE HELD IN JAIL INDEFINITELY UNTIL

ISSUES OF CRIMINAL AND CIVIL LIABILITY ARE RESOLVED.

(3)  PERSONNEL WHO USE AUTOMATED TELLER MACHINES (ATM), ESPECIALLY

LATE AT NIGHT, ARE OFTEN TARGETED AS VICTIMS OF ROBBERY, ASSAULT OR

EXTORTION.

(4)  PERSONNEL SHOULD NOT RESIST LAWFUL ARREST OR ATTEMPT TO "SETTLE"

DISPUTES BY OFFERING OR GIVING MONEY DIRECTLY TO POLICE.  PAYMENT OF

MONEY SHOULD ONLY BE DONE BEFORE A PROPER COURT OFFICIAL.

(5) ALL LIBERTY INCIDENTS OCCURRING IN MEXICO SHOULD BE REPORTED TO

THE BORDER SHORE PATROL (BSP) IMMEDIATELY, ESPECIALLY INCIDENTS

INVOLVING ALLEGATIONS OF EXTORTION OR ASSAULT BY MEXICAN POLICE OR

UNIFORMED PRIVATE SECURITY PERSONNEL (SUCH AS CLUB BOUNCERS).

(6)  THE BSP IS LOCATED ON THE GROUND FLOOR OF THE CUSTOMS BUILDING

ON THE U.S. SIDE OF THE SAN YSIDRO BORDER CROSSING.  THE TELEPHONE

NUMBERS FROM THE U.S. IS (619) 428-2427/1318.  IF CALLING FROM

MEXICO, USE THE LONG DISTANCE OPERATOR WHO WILL THEN MAKE THE

CONNECTION TO THE BSP.  COLLECT CALLS WILL BE ACCEPTED.

(7)  BSP MAKES FREQUENT VISITS TO ALL TIJUANA AREA JAILS.  IF

ARRESTED BY MEXICAN AUTHORITIES, U.S. MILITARY PERSONNEL SHOULD

IMMEDIATELY IDENTIFY THEMSELVES AND COOPERATE.  MOST TIJUANA JAILS

WILL ALLOW U.S. MILITARY PERSONNEL TO TELEPHONE THE BSP.  IN

ADDITION TO THE BSP, EMPLOYEES OF THE U.S. CONSULATE IN TIJUANA, THE

IMMIGRATION AND NATURALIZATION SERVICE, U.S. CUSTOMS SERVICE, AND

THE U.S. BORDER PATROL ARE PREPARED TO ASSIST MILITARY PERSONNEL.

6.  ALL NAVY COMMANDS WITHIN THE COMNAVREG SW REGIONAL COORDINATION

AOR ARE REMINDED THAT ALL NAVAL PERSONNEL IN PAYGRADES E-3 AND BELOW

MUST OBTAIN ADVANCE PERMISSION FROM THEIR CHAIN OF COMMAND (AND

RECEIVE A BRIEFING ON LIBERTY PITFALLS IN MEXICO) PRIOR TO ENTERING

THE BORDER AREA OF MEXICO. THE INTENT OF THIS GUIDANCE IS TO ENSURE

THE SAFETY OF OUR SAILORS WHILE ON LIBERTY IN MEXICO. A SPECIAL

REQUEST CHIT, SIGNED BY THE SAILORS' PARENT COMMAND WILL BE CARRIED

BY ALL HANDS E-3 AND BELOW WHILE IN MEXICO. THE CHIT MUST BE

PRESENTED TO BSP IF REQUESTED. AFFECTED PERSONNEL SHALL USE THE

"BUDDY SYSTEM" WHILE IN MEXICAN BORDER AREA. A "BUDDY" IS ANY ADULT

OVER EIGHTEEN YEARS, AND THE IDENTITY OF THE BUDDY SHALL BE

SPECIFIED BY THE REQUEST CHIT.

7. PARAGRAPHS 2 AND 3 OF THIS MESSAGE CONSTITUTE A LAWFUL GENERAL

ORDER.  VIOLATION BY UNITED STATES MILITARY PERSONNEL IS PUNISHABLE

UNDER ARTICLE 92 OF THE UNIFORM CODE OF MILITARY JUSTICE (UCMJ).//
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
