SAN FRANCISCO, CA. – The USS Momsen (DDG -92) will depart Fleet Week on Tuesday morning with a unique crew joining them for their journey to their new homeport of Everett, Wa.  Fifty-six family members ranging in ages from 9 to 60 will join their children, parents or loved ones for the three-day cruise.

 “Operation Tiger” is the Navy’s code name for a very special guest cruise program.  Traditionally ships returning from a deployment embark family and friends for the transit from their last Port of Call to their homeport.  The “Tiger Cruise” is a chance for loved ones eight and older to “cruise” with their sailors and see what life is like underway.

The U.S. Navy’s newest Arleigh Burke class destroyer was officially commissioned AUG 28, 2004, in Panama City, Florida. and this is the ship’s first trip home. Momsen’s keel was laid on November 16, 2001 and will serve in the Pacific Fleet from its homeport in Everett, Wa.  In addition to air and surface warfare, and surveillance capabilities, it is the Navy’s first ship to carry the Remote Minehunting System (RMS), an unmanned craft that seeks out underwater mines to protect the ship and Sailors.  The Momsen can carry up to two SH-60B Seahawk helicopters.
USS Momsen is taking part in the 24th Annual Fleet Week celebrations in San Francisco.  San Francisco Fleet Week is a unique opportunity to share with the American public what today’s sea services are all about.  More than 2,000 Sailors, Marines and Coast Guardsmen are visiting San Francisco during the annual four-day event.  Ships participating in this year’s Fleet Week are USS Tarawa (LHA 1), USS Pearl Harbor (LSD 52), USS Momsen (DDG 92), USS John Paul Jones (DDG 52), USS Jarrett (FFG 13), USCG Alert (WMEC 630), and Canadian ships HMCS Brandon ( MCDV 710), HMCS Edmonton (MCDV 703), and HMCS Nanaimo (MCDV 702).
